February 17 – Welcome / Two Frogs
Meet your Moostash Joe Tour Director and Driver at one of our 
convenient pick-up points and travel south today, with our final 
destination being Ardmore, OK, where we come together for an 
evening meal at the fun Two Frogs Grill. (D) 

February 18 – Dallas, TX / Southfork Ranch
Continue south this morning to Dallas, TX. A full day awaits! We’ll 
first meet our local, knowledgeable step-on guide, who will be 
with us the entire day. Our first stop is to tour the home of the 
NFL’s Dallas Cowboys, AT&T Stadium. Opened in 2009, this famed

we visit the Sixth Floor Museum, which explores the life and legacy 
of JFK.

February 19 – George H.W. Bush Presidential Library / 
Houston, TX
