ITINERARY
April 7 – Welcome / Sikeston, MO
Welcome to your Moostash Joe Tour! Today we travel south to 
Sikeston, MO, where you’ll have the opportunity to get to know each 
other better during Drury’s great “Kickback” – where complimentary 
food and drinks are available. (D)

April 8 – Clarksdale, MS / Delta Blues
Continue south today to the Mississippi Delta and Clarksdale – 
home of many Blues greats. Here we visit the Delta Blues Museum, 
the world’s first museum dedicated to Blues music. Lunch will 
also be in Clarksdale at the Ground Zero Blues Club, a local staple 
serving up southern cooking and owned by none other than actor 
Morgan Freeman. This evening finds us in Vicksburg, MS where we 
spend the night and enjoy dinner together. (B, L, D)

April 9 – Vicksburg National Military Park / Natchez, MS
A full day of exciting activities await! This morning is spent at 
Vicksburg National Military Park. Our knowledgeable step-on guide 
will take us around the park filled with historic sites, excellently 
preserved memorials and exhibits marking the Civil War’s Vicksburg 
campaign – vital to the wars victory. Then we head south to 
picturesque Natchez, MS located along the banks of the Mississippi.
