November 11 – Travel Day / Elkhart, IN

November 12 – Harrisburg, PA

November 13 – Pennsylvania Amish Country / Philadelphia, PA
This morning we take the short drive to Lancaster, PA and the 
Mennonite Information Center. Here we meet our local step-
on guide, of Mennonite or Amish heritage, for a guided tour of 
Pennsylvania Amish Country. Lancaster County is known for its 
abundance of Mennonite and Amish as well as being the home of 
the oldest existing Amish settlement in the world!

November 14 – NYC Touring / Broadway Show
